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OCTOBER 12, 2010 BOARD MEETING MINUTES 
 

All Board members were present when President 
Mike Jacobs called the meeting to order at 7:08 PM.   
 
The minutes of the September 14, 2010 meeting were 
approved with the following amendment to the Presi-
dent’s Report at the end of the third paragraph, to 
make the sentence read,  ―Funds to cover the overall 
costs, which could reach $100,000 to $130,000 over 
three to four years, will be dealt with in the coming 
year’s budget.‖ 
 
PRESIDENT ï Mike Jacobs:  The Club appealed the 
City's August 27th denial of its permit application to 
remove and re-plant trees in Bear Reserve. The hear-
ing before the Hearing Examiner will take place on 
November 4 and 5th at City Hall. The City denied the 
permit application despite the Club's submission of 
favorable reports from City-approved profession-
als.  The City recently withdrew one of the three rea-
sons for rejecting the permit application. 
 
The Club filed the right-of-way suit against the City 
which has requested an extension to file its Answer. 
 
VICE PRESIDENT ï David Fosmire:  The Brodersen 
and Landboe v. Neumaier and Wagner matter has 
been resolved. The Compliance Committee will pre-
sent its recommendation in the Town v. Cook matter.  
A motion carried to hold a compliance hearing on 
Town v. Cook on Wednesday, November 10th. 
 
SECRETARY -- Sue Cox:  We will soon be dealing 
with elections, which will take place at the January 
annual meeting.  Volunteers are needed to handle the 
voting process!

BUILDING & REMODEL ï Bob Allen:  There is one 
remodel for consideration: 
Gustad 16767 16th Ave NW, new entry and new 
roof.   

 
A motion carried approving the Gustad applica-
tion. 
  
Mr. Abbott, 17730 13th Ave NW, inquired about sub-
dividing his lot.  The covenants do not allow this for 
his lot, and he has not submitted an application to 
date. 
 
CLUBHOUSE ï Harley OôNeil:  Harley reported the 

income for September was $1,650.00 and the ex-
penses were $300.00.  Harley said that October, No-
vember, and December are busy months at the Club 
House, so if you have an event planned, a special 
birthday, family gathering for the holidays, company 
party, or other event, please lock in your date with 
Susan Lundli as early as possible.

We’re requesting that residents exer-
cise caution and slow down during the daytime 
hours when workers are present. 

There was a question regarding the close placement 
of the trees and Kathi explained the planting follows 
the design plan.  There were steps taken to stunt the 
growth of many of the trees.

RESERVES ï Rick Leary:  The consulting arborist is 
evaluating the trees in the reserves.  I will 
be removing the "No Entry" signs to Grouse and Blue 
Heron Reserves.  Two hazardous trees in Running 
Water have been approved for removal by the 
City.  As soon as that occurs I will remove the "No 
Entry" Signs.  Boeing Creek and Eagle are being 
evaluated at this time. 
  

We have had the second meeting of the Reserve 
Committee earlier this month.  The committee set the 
priority for the order in which the reserve were to be 
inspected by the consulting arborist.  We discussed 
the potential 2011 budget and what should be in-
cluded.  Al Wagar and I discussed a Demonstration 
Project to use Sheet Mulching to smother invasive 
plants followed by introduction of native plants.  We 
have nearly completed the plan for this project.  Steve 
Johnston will head up the sub-committee to rewrite a 
more current vegetation management plan template 
for the reserves.  We have targeted having a rough 
draft by the end of the year. 
  

Now that the rainy season has started I encourage 
everyone to check the culverts at the street end of 
their driveway for any gathered debris.  This is impor-
tant in preventing any problems with backup of water 
in swales or from washing over the road, causing 

washout problems elsewhere.  I have already 
checked approximately half of the culverts in the natu-
ral reserves.   
 
Rick identified the members of the Reserves Commit-
tee: Al Wagar, Chip Frohlich, 
Gage Wagoner, John Hagman, John Hushagen, Jon 
Howe, Ken Beres, Maggie Taber, Phil Friend, Rick 
Leary, Rita Vincent and Steve Johnston. 
 
In response to a question about City money allocated 
for study of Storm Creek, Rick said there was no re-
port from the City at this time. 
 
2011 BUDGET ï The Board will meet in executive 
session on Thursday, October 14, 6:30 PM, to pre-
pare the 2011 budget. 
 
COMMUNITY COMMENTS:   
Jon Howe commented on his objection to the Board’s 
closing of Boeing Reserve.  Mike pointed out the sur-
vey would be completed in a week or so and Boeing 
will be reopened if it is safe. 
 
John Hagman offered comments in support of Propo-
sition 1. 
 
Shannon Martsolf expressed concerns about the 
Wright’s continuing to be out of compliance. 
 
Judy Allen presented information opposing Proposi-
tion 1.   
 
There was an inquiry about the Board positions up for 
re-election in January and the process of proposing a 
By-Law change. Sue will place notice of the annual 
meeting, election information and the process for han-
dling By-Law change in the next Bulletin.  
 
The meeting was adjourned at 8:36 PM.
